Experience

Web Design and Development

In the last 2 years I have created several websites from initial design to coding and hosting, from small scale websites for private clients (including The World Book site managed by Alice Smith International School) to large websites for three multimedia companies I regularly contract for. Primarily, this involves html, css, Javascript and Flash, recently extending into Joomla and Wordpress sites and working with php, including management and development of the International School @ Parkcity website. During my contract at Gratterpalm I designed a website for Umbro Teamwear, designed and built a prototype microsite for ASDA and designed and built their own company site, this was the introduction of digital services to Gratterpalm, and it has since expanded into a digital team. At Poulters, I designed the website for Totes/Isotoner’s first UK site and then designed the ecommerce site. During previous jobs I mainly designed the web pages in Photoshop in preparation for build, including a website for a project of the Yorkshire Bank(UK), which also required me to build an interactive multimedia lounge in Flash. I have completed an Advanced Dreamweaver with CSS course and a course in Actionscript 3 and now feel confident creating interactive pages, countdown timers, drag and drops etc and can work with/adapt more complex scripting. Recent projects have included galleries using Actionscript and xml, and graphs working from external variables and in my spare time I am learning to script flash games. All my development follows current standards across all browsers.
Graphics, Animation and Video

I predominantly use Photoshop for designing 2D graphics, though I am also experienced with Fireworks and Illustrator. I have recently designed several logos. I have experience in building 3D objects/ characters in 3D Studio Max. I am very experienced with Flash, using it heavily during both my degree and my career. I have built animations for ASDA's advertising on a Digital Van. I have recently produced a character animation for a Leeds based agency which had to outsource the work. I am also experienced with drawn/ multimedia stop frame animation. I have worked on projects for Leeds University, for a Royal Society exhibition, using After Effects for the motion graphics and video adaptation and Flash for the animation elements. I formally filmed at horse shows, giving me experience in video recording, editing and publishing. I am confident with Premiere and iMovie and have also done some audio editing.
New Media

I have recently designed and built banners for Suzuki Malaysia’s website and affiliate marketing. I have designed several Twitter backgrounds, Youtube backgrounds and assets for facebook. At Gratterpalm I designed and built expandable banners for ASDA, banners for Umbro Teamwear and at Poulters I was frequently creating banner adverts for William Hill, which appeared on many sites including Yahoo homepage. These required working to tight deadlines and often creating two whole new sets of original designs on a Friday for the weekend. I have also designed banner ads for clients such as Pontins and Manchester United. My first job in the industry job predominately involved designing and building html emails for clients such as Butlins and The Open University. I have since designed and built many html emails including for ASDA, Scoot, totes Isotoner and William Hill. I have used eBiz and Campaign Monitor for testing and distribution of emails. I have designed interactive DVDs, using DVD Studio Pro and often design interactive presentations in Flash.

eLearning and Teaching
I have designed and created interactive courses and demos, including animations, characters and simulations for clients including Deloitte and NHS Scotland. This mostly requires work in Flash, supported by design in Photoshop and Illustrator. During my time in Malaysia I have repeatedly taught Photoshop lessons at the Alice Smith International School, both children and teachers, and have also given several private lessons to adults.

Whether working independently or in a team, I work hard and I am motivated for self development and success in every project I am given. I enjoy working on challenging projects and learning new skills along the way. As a freelancer I have dealt with clients directly and had to organise workload/timelines, I have also often had to do this within previous jobs. I have taken extra responsibilities at previous jobs including organising work events and managing the process of creating unique posters for the office, including assisting with the photography and Photoshop work. From various part time jobs while studying I developed excellent interpersonal skills and team management abilities.
